Robert, his par-
ents, and the youth group also read scripture and prayed with
the homeless. Later, they did a prayer walk through

some of the poor communities of Memphis, praying as they walked,
for individuals and groups in need. This group has a real heart
for reaching out... evangelism.
Sadly, Robert was unable to make the Navajo Indian Reser-
vation mission trip on December 26, due to a lack of funds.
He did make sure all of the toys and games donated by the
congregation for the trip went with the mission group in
Colonial’s name.
